This year Weinig is celebrating its hundredth anniversary. The small vendor for agricultural technique of the early years has turned into a trade mark that in the world of woodworking is almost as well known as Coca Cola. 

Weinig experienced a meteoric development starting with the specialization in moulders after the Second World War. Again and again Weinig wrote technology history with lasting innovation. Prior to the introduction of the legendary Unimat series via the hydro-tool, the frame-by-frame window production up to the fully automatic finger-jointing center and PowerLock, the new world standard for processing tools the company, proved its role of leading the way among the manufacturers. 

Today the Weinig AG is the core of a worldwide successful network of enterprises depicting the entire process chain of solid woodworking. Of cutting-off, optimizing, planing and profiling. The services reach from customer seminars to industrial planning by the specialists of the Weinig Group. Weinig offers a complete package that is unique in the industry; it allows the customer to focus on what is most important: his business.  

With an event at the exhibition stand in Hanover and a ceremony in the parent plant Tauberbischofsheim Weinig will celebrate the results of the first 100 years in a fitting way. Under the motto “Weinig 100 Plus”, however, the view in the anniversary year also goes pointedly forward. The entrepreneurial success depends more than ever before on the capability to exactly meet the demands of the market with the products. At Ligna+ Weinig shows where the path of machines and systems for the solid woodworking must lead to in the future. At the moulders Weinig did a tremendous jump in development with the Powermat Generation. The PowerLock System used there indicates a revolution in the sector of the processing tools. Second highlight at the trade fair is the new flexible Production System Conturex, a technical sensation in complete processing that enables an economical production of complex parts down to the batch size 1. 

Both the forward looking machine concepts are, however, only a part of the spectacular trade fair appearance in the anniversary year. On more than 3,000 m² – the largest area Weinig ever covered at the Ligna – new and further developments are exclusively shown. The Weinig Group is using altogether 28 exhibits to provide proof for its extraordinary innovation power. In addition to the segment moulders this applies in particular to the intelligent cutting solutions and the wood optimization. The Weinig affiliates Dimter, Grecon and Raimann are all of them market leaders in their operating ranges and emphasize their positions with future-oriented developments for top wood yield. Particular highlights are the automation up to the use of scanners at the Raimann cut-off systems, the L 2500 gluing press by Dimter as well as the new automation technique in finger-jointing which at the Grecon HS 180 enables up to 200 parts per minute. The offering is ideally enlarged by the Swedish heavy-duty specialist Waco. The new Waco Hydromat Series enables feed speeds of up to 600 m/min and, like the Weinig Powermat Generation, works with the new PowerLock Tool System. 

In the meantime PowerLock has started a worldwide triumphant progress. The substantial advantages in relation to the traditional spindle as well as the significantly shorter set-up times and improved workpiece quality convince more and more woodworkers. The major tool producers are also convinced of the future of the new system. At Ligna 2005 six companies are also on the Weinig stand. Leitz,  Leuco, Oertli, Kanefusa, AKE and Frizite are there acting for the many renowned names that in the meantime have PowerLock in their program. In addition, also participating in the Weinig stand are the software specialists Klaes, Prologic and 3E. The electronics of these manufacturers is used in the Weinig window centers and represent the presently feasible options in the segment of the programs for window builders. 
At the international press conference of the Weinig Group in the Conturex Forum at the exhibition stand on May 3 the Chairman of the Management Board, Rainer Hundsdörfer, informs about innovations, the business situations and the prospects of the company. Every evening as from 18:00 h there will be a celebration at the exhibition stand with invited guests under the motto “Weinig 100 Plus”. The highlights of the first hundred years, presented by the TV journalist Sabine Peper, will be in the focus of attention during a talk round with the members of the Management Board. Music for the event will be provided by the entertainment band “Uni
que”.
