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New Dimter Gluing Press Starts Brilliantly

The sale of the new Dimter gluing press ProfiPress L 2500 HF goes off with extreme success. Suitability for small batches, high-frequency technique and safety in production meet exactly the demands of a market placing its expectations during the production of solid-wood boards in quality, flexibility and performance. 

Recently the new gluing press ProfiPress L 2500 HF of the Weinig affiliate Dimter celebrated its first global appearance at the LIGNA* in Hanover. Already one of the main attractions at the largest technical wood trade fairs the machine is presently filling the order books of the gluing specialist Dimter. The manufacturer laid the foundations for the success of the innovative technique by a careful testing process. 

Thereby Les Hauts Bois Saônois (HBS), the largest producer of solid-wood boards for furniture in France, played an important part. Two years ago the company had invested into a Dimter ProfiPress T-3500. This decision meant turning away from the hot-water presses used over a long period in the factory and towards the modern high-frequency solution. Subsequently the expectations for a better quality of the boards connected with the new technique were completely fulfilled. The high stability of the joints that can only be achieved by high frequency was particularly convincing. Joints opening up at a later date – often the reason for cost-intensive complaints – are almost out of the question with this process. 

When Dimter early this year announced the new generation of the high-frequency presses, HBS did not hesitate to fetch the latest design as a test machine into their plant. This was backed by the desire for even more flexibility because at HBS small batches of 10 to 20 boards are not a rarity. Since then the ProfiPress L 2500  HF has kept Dimter’s promises. Resetting to a different board dimension – otherwise a tremendous effort – is limited to minimal interventions when resetting the press to a different wood thickness sector. Instead of so far up to 8 minutes no more than about 60 seconds are required in this case. The resetting in the width area is completely omitted. The movable stop guide adjusting itself automatically to the width of the board takes care of it. Thus even the batch size 1 becomes economical. 

As far as quality is concerned the ProfiPress L 2500 HF stands for an additional step forward. The use of pneumatic pressure elements provides an important contribution. They guarantee from above as well as from the sides the optimal distribution of the pressure onto the board. Misalignment is thus prevented, costs for sanding are minimized and possible tolerances adjusted.

Presently HBS produces on the ProfiPress L up to 400 square meters of boards per shift with minor batch sizes. Minimal resetting times, low sanding costs and short hardening times make it possible. Although the ProfiPress L of HBS is a machine from the preproduction series the customer is entirely satisfied. So satisfied that the second Dimter gluing press of the new generation has already been ordered. This will then be a machine providing a great advantage for all the following interested buyers: A leading manufacturer of quality boards went over it with a fine tooth comb in everyday tough production routine.  “Dimter does not want to sell its customers just a new machine, but reliable solutions”, says Walter Fahrenschon, general manager at Dimter.
